In New York State there are no laws that specifically control how the family
may dispose of cremated remains. However, as you know, there are anti-littering
and public nuisance laws and ordinances. All crematories in the Rochester area
“process” the cremated remains to reduce the maximum size of the fragments to
about the size of a grain of rice. When returned to the family, the cremated remains
are contained in a metal can or plastic box that is perfectly suitable for placing in a
